Printing

· Michael did a Power Point presentation on Printing in MicroStation which is available on the SDBUG website.  

· There are three (3) main files involved with Printing and plotting in MicroStation.  Those files are: .plt(print drivers), .pen or .tbl(pen tables), and .ini or .cfg(file which includes a driver and pen table)

· Another option for printing is to use Adobe Distiller and print a .pdf

· The maximum size for a .pdf file is 200”

· Michael went over revising the .plt files, but suggested it was better to do your manipulation in the pen tables and not alter the .plt file if possible.

· .pro is a supplemental file for postscript printing and resides in the same folder in MicroStation as the .plt files.

· The printing file which is output with AutoCAD has an extension of .ctb and can be imported and converted to a .tbl or a .pen for printing in MicroStation.

· The plot driver(.plt file) processes the information and the pen table comes in after and controls the printing outcome.

· In MicroStation you are able to output your file to a .pdf or .jpg file
